Written to inaugurate a series of lunchtime concerts at Manchester Town Hall, one of Britain’s
finest examples of Victorian architecture and home of the magnificent Cavaillé-Coll organ. English
through and through, it opens with a short fanfare motif which helps to bind the sections together
as it marches along with more than a hint of Elgar. Easy under the fingers (and feet), this is a real
player’s piece and would suit any occasion where a little pomp and ceremony are required.
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Our Squadron Leader H428 £4.25
Nigel Ogden’s many admirers will welcome this recent addition to the growing list of original organ
music from the pen of this stylish entertainer. A lively march in military style frames a ‘big tune’ in
E flat major, written in the grand ceremonial manner. Sounding equally fine on pipe or electronic
instruments, the piece is well within the range of any player of Grade 4 standard or above, and
has been recorded on the CD ‘At Your Request’, issued by OS Digital Recordings, performed by
the composer on the Wurlitzer Organ at Stockport Town Hall.

Stanley WYLLIE

The concert hall was officially opened by King George VI
on 3rd May 1951 as part of the Festival of Britain. The
inaugural concerts were conducted by Malcolm Sargent
and Adrian Boult. Although much extended in 1964,
and receiving comprehensive remodelling between
2005 and 2007, it remains, after sixty years, an iconic
structure on the South Bank of the Thames and was the
first post-war building to receive Grade 1 listing in 1989.
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
